All abstracts must be written in English and occupy a maximum of 2 pages A4 written in Times New Roman 12, alignment in mode justify, please make sure to respect the following margins: top, bottom, right: 2.5 cm; left:3 cm.

Reference citations [1] are shown in the text by a number in brackets and follow one double space below the body text under the heading “references” in Times New Romans 10.
